Workaround: Keep Vdd lower than or equal to 3.4 V when MCU is in VLLSx modes in some low power
applications.

Errata type: Errata
Description: Watchdog is not working in STOP mode if only enabling WDOG_STCTRLH[STOPEN ] bit.

Workaround: Set both WDOG_STCTRLH[STOPEN] bit and WDOG_STCTRLH[WAITEN] bit to make
watchdog work in STOP mode.
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
