TroubleShooting ADS I nstallation Problems

Should an issue arise during the installation process, you can consult the log file. Open the directory you selected to
extract the installer to. A directory named "log" contains a text file for the library you selected to install/upgrade. Review
the text file for a detailed listing of the operations completed. After reviewing the log file, try to resolve the issue by

consulting this document.

Note: The Java lnstaller has some defects for Windows version 98. Please refer to the special section below for workarounds.

Windows 98 Users:

Some users of Windows 98 may notice that the installer does not go any further than exploding the installer filesinto
C:\Program Files\MotExtADSL.ib directory or the directory you selected to put the installer files. Thisisdueto adefectin
the Javalnstaller. Thereisaworkaround though. Follow the steps below to finish theinstallation:

1) Open a DOS Prompt window.

2) In the DOS window, change to the directory where the installation files were exploded.
cd "C:\Program Files\M otExXtADSLib"

3) Then in the DOS window, change directory to the libs directory.
cdlibs

4) Within the libs directory isthe ADS MOT_LIBRARY_v2001p1001_PC.zipfile. Thisfile needsto be copied to the
ADS installation custom directory. Therefore, within the same DOS prompt window:
set HPEESOF _DIR=C:\ADVDESSYS2001 (or whereyour ADSv2001 isinstalled)
copy ADS MOT_LIBRARY_v2001p1001_PC.zip %HPEESOF DIR%\custom
cd %HPEESOF_DIR%\custom

5) Now unzip the zip archive using ADS's built-in unzip utility. So, within the same DOS prompt window:
%HPEESOF_DIR%\bin\unzip ADS MOT_LIBRARY _v2001p1001 _PC.zip

6.) Oncedl of thedirectory ADS MOT_LIBRARY isunarchived within the ADS custom directory, thefiles
de_sim.cfg, hpeesofsess.cfg, and ads.lib must be properly created in their proper directories (See Above). Once
these are created, the library isinstalled and you have completed what the Javainstaller could not do. For problems,
refer to the troubleshooting problems/sol utions above.
